Cedar is native to Lebanon and the eastern coast of the
Mediterranean and Asia. It is particularly well adapted to
mountainous climates (handy in East Molesey) where they
receive winter precipitation.
parks and gardens at large estates.

Cedar trees provide habitats for invertebrates and other animals.
As the trees age, cracks and crevices develop within their trunks
and branches, providing nesting places for species such as
tawny owls and roosts for bats.

Cedar was thought to represent purification and protection and represents incorruptibility and eternal
life.

So now all we have to do is sit back and admire it, which he deserves and ponder what it may have
seen over many decades on Planet Earth.
